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The children will start to investigate the character of
Lila (the main character from our Rich Read, ‘The
Firework Maker’s Daughter’ by Phillip Pullman). They
will use their investigative skills to complete a ‘Royal
Sulphur Hunt'.

After reading some of the story, the children will create
a firework scene and decorate Hamlet (the elephant
from the story) using graffiti art.
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They will also have the opportunity to try a spring roll -
a dish widely eaten in Indonesia - the country where
our Rich Read is located.
