However, we wanted to remind everyone how important it is for us to know if your child is not going 
to attend a club they have signed up for.

Currently, the office team often have 
had over 20 families to contact as children have not arrived at clubs (with no prior notice). 
 
If your child is unable to attend a club for any reason (even for just one session), please let the 
school office know as early as possible. It really helps us keep everyone safe and accounted for. 
 
Please also be aware that if a child repeatedly does not attend, they will be removed from the club 
to allow another child the opportunity to take part - especially as many of our clubs are very 
popular.
